CHAMPIONSHIP NUMBERS

TOPPER SAILWITH FINGER REINFORCEMENTS

The Championship Number should be placed on both sides of the sail with the numbers on the
starboard side being above the ones on the port side. The minimum height of the numbers should
be 230mm and they may be pre-formed or "Topper Numbers'. There should be 50mm between each
element of the complete number.

STARBOARD SIDE
e The number should be placed in the lowest complete panel of the sail - the third up from
the bottom of the sail
e The start of the number should be placed 100mm from the leech of the sail.
e The lower edge of the number should be 100 mm above the lower seam of the panel.
o If the sail already has a GBR marking on each side of the sail in the above position, the
number will be placed as an extension of the port side GBR marking but on the starboard

side.
¢ The numbers should be red
PORT SIDE
e On the port side of the sail the top of the numbers should be 50 mm from the top seam of
the panel.
e The end of the last number should finish 20 mm from the middle clew reinforcement
finger.

¢ The port numbers should be black or white and contrast with the colour of the sailcloth it
is attached to.

DIGITAL EIGHTS:

In our experience the best way to stick the numbers down is to peel away a corner, line up the
letter and attached the corner. Pull away the backing paper slowly as you push the number onto

the sail. Fiddly but it works! *’F IN DOUBT & PLEASE ASK*
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
